Although we are interested in viewing any proposals linked to the core mission of SUNYCUAD, the conference program planning team has identified major programming themes for the 2012 conference. They are as follows:

· Using emerging technology effectively and efficiently

· Telling the SUNY Story—why storytelling matters
· Social networking and digital strategy
· Selling yourself and your team to internal clients

· The program planning team asks that presenters make some electronic form of their presentations available for posting on the SUNYCUAD website after the conference.

Exact technical details will be provided at a later date. However, because of potential limitations due to conference budgets or conference-site resources, if your presentation hinges on the use of specialized equipment, please make that clear in your conference proposal.
